· Sewing machines should be brought to your class unless noted in the course description.  We have a limited number of machines for use, courtesy of Universal Sewing Center, on a first-come, first-serve basis.  If you need assistance in carrying your machine, please notify the shoppe and we will be happy to assist you.

· Basic sewing supplies should be brought to every quilting class.  These items include: scissors, notebook, pencil, pins, rulers, quilt marking pencil, needle, thread, seam ripper, rotary cutter and blades.  Check your supply list.

· Only registered students will be allowed in class.  Please be courteous and think of your fellow classmates.  

If there is a class or technique that you would like to learn, and it is not currently on the schedule, please contact us.  We will do our best to bring it to you.
