Sewing Tips and Tricks Glossary

WOF – Width of Fabric – from selvage to selvage

Borders –For border strips, measure the quilt center in both directions through the center to ensure straight sides and square corners.  Measuring along the edges is less accurate because the may have stretched during assembly. 

Glue Stick – Store your glue sticks used for appliqué in the refrigerator.  This keeps them firmer, making them easier to use and longer lasting.  

Press and Rest works the Best!

Once fabrics pieces have been pressed, let them cool in place.  It prevents distortion of bias edges.
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
